FYI: NVDA’s earnings are due 
tomorrow, AMC. It is, of course, a 
major component of the NDX (~9%) 
and SOX (~5%). Given that we see the 
SOX rally more, see the next page; it 
bodes well for NVDA as well. 

 

Meanwhile, seasonality continues to 
play out as yesterday we showed that 
“…the index just hit its lowest point in 
February today!” Hence, if all goes 
according to plan, rally time! 
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SOX Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 7461. Support: 8050. Resistance: 8400. Target: 8925-9015 

The SOX continues to, beautifully, move along as expected, so we can keep things as is: “the W-b completed on 
Tuesday, right in the ideal target zone we forecasted last week, and that the W-c is now underway, as we've been 
looking for it for a while. The ideal W-v target zone is $8925-9016, which matches the W-c = W-a relationship.” 

Thus, all we have to do is adjust the warning levels for the Bulls to: 8225, 8124, 7926, 77752, and 7461 to help 
guide us on whether those levels will be reached. Meanwhile, NVDA’s earnings are due tomorrow, AMC. It is, of 
course, an important component of the SOX (5%). Given that we see the SOX rally more, it bodes well for NVDA 
as well. 

Meanwhile, $8400 is a clear resistance level, as the index has hit it three times (blue arrows) recently. Thus, a 
break above it is required to unlock the $8925-9015 zone. Simple symmetry ($7925->8400) targets $8875 
(8400+8400-7925), which is right at the lower end of the ideal target zone! 
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DOW Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 47853. Support: 49685. Resistance: 51000. Target: 52000-55000 

We continue to track the index to see if it starts breaking below the critical warning levels (at least purple) to tell 
us that the W-3 top is in, and a subdivision of the W-5 deeper into the ideal target zone (via x?, xi?, etc.) is not 
going to happen. That’s all we can and have to do for now. Thus, we keep the warning levels at 50115, 49653, 
48832, 48459, and 47853. So far, the bears have gotten the index below the 3rd warning level (60% chance W-
3 is in). As stated before, there are enough waves in place to consider W-3 complete, but we cannot yet 
exclude a subdividing W-5…  

Please note that the index bottomed out yesterday and opened today right at the orange warning level (48827 
vs 48832), underscoring once again that we set these warnings at precise, important levels. 
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SMALL Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 1465. Support: 1540. Resistance: 1635. Target: 1675-1700 

Yesterday, we adjusted our primary expectation to the W-iii, W-iv scenario as shown below, and adjusted the 
warning levels for bulls to 1585, 1567, 1537, 1465, and 1364 to correctly anticipate that the W-iii has ended. 
So far, this wave count within the overlapping ending diagonal W-5 is working like a champ.

Almost there! The subdividing W-5 scenario, like BTC and BNB, remains our preferred scenario until proven 
otherwise, which is at least a close back above $2105. The ideal downside target is ~$1580. Warning levels for 
the bears are ser at 1896, 2105, 2395, 2784, 3403. This means that we should see this W-5 wrap up to ideally 
$1580ish before the next rally can start, contingent on price staying below at least $2105.

Meanwhile, positive divergences continue to build, blue dotted arrows, telling us downside momentum is 
waning and shifting towards upside strength. These conditions are typical at the end of a decline. But as 
always, these are conditions, not trade triggers.

A profit gained 
by breaking your rules is the worst trade because it creates a false sense of success in your mind. Conversely, 
a loss that occurs while perfectly following your rules is a valuable learning experience that helps build a long-
term edge. 

Unless you can accept this, you haven't truly started trading.
