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STOCKMARKETS 
 
Yesterday, we expressed our frustration with current market conditions, particularly regarding the SPX and 
NDX. These indices are progressing in three-wave structures, as the rally from the 2020 low is part of a larger 
5th-wave ending diagonal. This move is expected to terminate the bull market that began after the 1929 crash! 
 
Understanding this environment provides a significant advantage. Recognizing these 3-wave structures signals 
the need for selectivity, rigorous risk management, and the avoidance of overtrading in the current climate. 
 
Regarding these two indices, the rally from last week’s low is an overlapping structure. This can be viewed 
bullishly as a leading diagonal for Wave-1/a of Wave-5/b. Consequently, the SPX and NDX must hold last 
week’s low to target approximately SPX 7120 and NDX 26610, depending on where the current decline 
bottoms. Today is already as good as it gets, as both indexes have retraced ~62% of the rally from the February 
17 low. 
 
Our alternative count presented yesterday remains the same: the 5-wave decline into last week’s low may be 
W-1 of a larger 5-wave decline. However, we require more evidence that bears are taking control, specifically 
follow-through below SPX 6720 and NDX 24387, to increase the probability of this scenario. 
 
For now, we are giving the bulls the benefit of the doubt, as both upside and downside patterns lack clarity. 
Besides, we also must content ourselves with a bullish seasonality pattern from now until mid-March to mid-
April, the Pi Cycle top date late-April, increasing market breadth, and reasonably bearish sentiment.  
 
Ultimately, however, we remain steadfast in our perspective that a much larger correction is pending, likely 
testing the SPX 5700 +/- 200 zone later in 2026. 
 
Lastly, several of you have asked why we don’t use A.I. for our wave counts. We just posted our answer 
on X here. In essence: A.I., in this case GROK, which is arguably the best LLM-based public A.I. 
available, draws primarily from our work -and not many others, which already says a lot about the 
quality and reputability of our work- to come up with a wave count. Thus, we get our own wave count 
back as an answer, so we get none-the-wiser…

Option 2: The ugly ending diagonal 
5th wave has ended. But the index’s 
price is not even below the first 
warning level, so it remains only an 
option. Warning levels for the Bulls: 
6861, 6832, 6798, 6721, and 6538, 
i.e., a daily close below each 
subsequent level increases the odds 
that the uptrend is over by 20%. So far, 
the index is not even below its first 
warning level… 
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NDX Outlook: NEUTRAL. Invalidation: 23854. Support: 24620. Resistance: 25470. Target: 26680 

Option 1: Our best guess of the last 
three months of price data is that W-3 
topped, and W-4 is forming an 
irregular expanded flat, with W-b 
getting started, contingent on holding 
above the invalidation level. The 
warning levels for the Bulls are: 25471, 
25086, 24647, 24445, and 23854, i.e., 
a weekly close below each subsequent 
level increases the odds that the 
uptrend is over by 20%. So far, the 1st 
and 2nd levels have been breached, so 
the Bulls are placed on watch. 

 

 

 

 

 

How this W-b can progress -since it 
will be a subdividing a-b-c pattern, into 
the ideal topping zones based on 
seasonality, etc., is shown here. The 
warning levels for the Bulls on the daily 
time frame are: 25138, 24977, 24818, 
24618, and 24387. A daily close below 
each subsequent level increases the 
odds that the uptrend is over by 20%. 
So far, the 1st and 2nd levels have been 
breached, so the Bulls are placed on 
watch.  

Meanwhile, at today’s low, the index 
retraced exactly 62% of the green W-a 
rally, which suggests a W-b. The 
161.8% fib-extension at 26300 targets 
close to the ideal 26608 level. That’s 
close enough.  
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SOX Outlook: NEUTRAL. Invalidation: 7461. Support: 7925. Resistance: 8250. Target: 7500 

The SOX could have topped on its W-3 as it closed the month of February red, which is the minimum requirement 
for a wave of this degree, since W-2 was also a down month.  

But it is still above all its warning levels, so we have no price-based indication that W-4 is underway, only a monthly 
close-based pattern. However, even though the daily chart showed the ideal upside target of 8925-9015, which 
aligns well with the 161.80% extension at 8825 shown below, may not have been reached -welcome to ending 
diagonals, which are unreliable price structures- there are negative divergences building to support the W-4 
scenario.  

Remember, for the daily chart, we’ve been stating: “Thus, all we have to do is adjust the warning levels for the 
Bulls to: 8418, 8225, 8106, 7926, and 7461 to help guide us on whether those levels [$8925-9015] will be reached.” 
And today, the index closed below the 3rd level: 60% chance of an uptrend over. 

For the weekly chart, the warning levels for the Bulls are set at 7926, 7767, 7461, 6680, and 6160 to indicate that 
the W-V has ended. For now, we expect the W-4 to find support at around $7500. A break above this month’s high 
targets $8850+ 
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DOW Outlook: NEUTRAL Invalidation: 47853. Support: 49685. Resistance: 51000. Target: 52000-
55000 

On the daily chart, we’ve been tracking the index to see if it started breaking below the critical warning levels 
(at least purple) to tell us that the W-3 top is in, and a subdivision of the W-5 deeper into the ideal target zone 
(52000-54820) is not going to happen as there were enough (9) waves in place to consider the rally since the 
November 2025 low as complete (50115, 49653, 48832, 48459, and 47853.) Today the index closed at 48997, 
which means it is below the 2nd warning level: 40% chance the W-3 top is in. 

Besides, as we can see below, the index has fulfilled its average Zweig Breadth Thrust gain, since it happened 
in April last year. However, the index is still above all its monthly warning levels -48673, 47853, 47263, and 
45728- so we have no indication that the top is in from the monthly trend perspective. There is also no negative 
divergence to speak of. Only overbought conditions. Yes, that can lead to a pullback, like in 2021 and 
2017/2018. But it also means higher prices thereafter. 
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SMALL Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 1465. Support: 1560. Resistance: 1635. Target: 1675-1700 

Although we could also have an unorthodox end to the diagonal W-5 of W-iii we were tracking, the bigger 
picture shows the index’s bull run since April last year is far from over. Besides, the index, so far, has only 
closed (1580) below its first warning level on the daily: 1585, 1567, 1537, 1465, and 1364 to correctly 
anticipate that the W-iii has ended. Thus, the overlapping ending diagonal W-5 can still be underway, and from 
a monthly candle perspective, the rally since the December low is disproportionately short. So we need more 
info to tell us the W-iv to ideally ~$1580 is underway, but for the savvy investor, we believe that’s simply a BTD 
moment, not a short opportunity.

MARKET BREADTH & SENTIMENT Outlook: MIXED  

The A/D lines keep making new ATHs, even today, while the index continues to drip lower. While a bigger 
correction can’t be averted with such a setup (like the COVID crash), history shows it does mean the index will 
come back relatively quickly and will make new ATHs, as the A/D line does. Indeed, we would like to see 
negative divergences like those around December 2024 to February 2025 to help support the idea that a 
bigger correction is pending. But beggars can’t be choosers, so for now we must treat this as Bullish until the 
market loses critical support. 
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Meanwhile, our intermediate-term trend indicator remains unfaced, pointing up/on a buy: Bullish. And, our 
short-term trend indicator gave a buy signal today: Bullish 

 

Put/call ratios can be helpful to see whether traders and investors are too bearish (rarely works at tops); we 
find that the 10-d SMA of the put/call ratio is at bottom levels, while the 21-d EMA is at April-2025 levels. 
Nothing too extreme at the daily level (0.75), as readings over 0.9 are better signals. But the 21-day EMA filters 
out daily noise and shows a trend toward buying puts. Thus, P/C ratios are Bullish.  
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Meanwhile, individual investors are reasonably bearish, though not overly so. We need readings >2 Std dev 
from the mean (Bears >50, Bulls <25) to get a food signal. Like in April. Neutral. 

 

Also, CNN’s Fear and Greed index is at neutral. Yes, there’s fear, but we really want extreme fear, as we saw 
in April and November, to help us with our bottom call. Neutral 

 

Lastly, active money managers, considered smart money, are now on average exposed to the stock market. 
But, we want to see the readings well below 50 to help us with a bottom call. Neutral 

 

Thus, sentiment is not washed out, but does now have room to grow again

The hourly chart shows there are now 
enough scribbles in place to consider 
the W-i/a, W-ii/b setup from the green 
W-2/b low as complete.  
 
We can count rather well, five waves 
up, and three waves down. Now we 
need to see a break above the 
February 25 high at the $70005 level to 
confirm this Bullish thesis, while staying 
above the February 24 low at $62551. 
 
The warning levels for the Bulls remain 
at 67170, 65838, 65084, 62551, 60069.  
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MARA Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 3.11. Support: 8.25. Resistance: 13.00. Target: ~200 
 
Popped ~6% at the close today on good earnings, and if it can hold this month’s low, it’s in good shape for the 
W-3 rally. But there’s a lot of resistance, as all the monthly SMAs are above the price, as is the downtrend line 
and the Ichimoku Cloud. Although credit where credit is deserved, as MARA did not close below its 1st warning 
level, the Bulls thus still have their work cut out before they can run victory laps around the Bears. Warning 
levels remain at: 8.38, 6.66, 5.13, 3.11 
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RIOT Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 6.19. Support: 11.55. Resistance: 20. Target: ~45-50 
 
RIOT is in a bit better shape than MARA, as it is above its monthly SMAs and its downtrend line. These can 
now act, and have done so, as support. However, the Ichimoku cloud still looms larger overhead. A break 
above $20 would be greatly appreciated, as it would trigger the run to $30. Further positive news is that the 
RSI5 is above 50, the MACD has been on a buy since June last year, and the money flow is pointing up. Thus, 
overall, the chart looks pretty good at this stage. Earnings due Monday, which hopefully makes it react like 
MARA! 
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GOLD, MINERS & OIL  
 
GDX Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 97. Support: 109. Resistance: 120. Target: 125 
The bullish count has won, which we continued to use for the GDX: that “final W-v option.” We can raise the 
warning levels for the bulls to 114, 109, 106, 102, 97. And for as long as these levels hold, we must look for 
higher prices.

The bullish count has won, which we continued to use on GLD, targeting ideally around $535. We now have a 
nice breakout above the previous (green W-1) high, and that puts this wave count on firmer footing. So, like 
GDX, we can raise the warning levels for the bulls to: 479, 472, 469, 458, 445. And for as long as these levels 
hold, we must look for higher prices. 
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OIL Outlook: Bullish. Invalidation: 66. Support: 69. Resistance: 75. Target: 75 
 
The bullish count continues as we must adjust our perspective to a subdividing, ending diagonal 5th wave. This 
shows why we can only get bearish below the critical warning levels as the markets always reserve the right to 
subdivide. That will NOT happen when the red warning level is broken. So, we can raise the warning levels for 
the bulls to: 72, 71, 69, 68, 66. And for as long as these levels hold, we must look for higher prices.

o It's not about how many trades you win. 
o It's about cutting losers and allowing winners to run. 

Did you make a “good trade” today? Well, kudos to you, but if you only looked at the trade’s profit to decide 
whether it was good, you did it all wrong. Specifically, your P/L is unrelated to that assessment. A profit gained 
by breaking your rules is the worst trade because it creates a false sense of success in your mind. Conversely, 
a loss that occurs while perfectly following your rules is a valuable learning experience that helps build a long-
term edge. 

Unless you can accept this, you haven't truly started trading.
